Although this parable is very brief, its message strikes home powerfully 

because of its constant relevance. Society is still marked by the presence 

of divisions between people who think that they are better than everyone 

else, and on the other end of the scale: the despised ones. Nowhere in 

society is this division more marked than among people who lay claim to 

some form of religion. There is nothing that the Pharisee says or does 

which is wrong. His mistake is that  he makes a judgement on the 

publican: ñThank you, God that I am not grasping, unjust adulterous like 

the rest of mankind, and particularly that I am not like this tax collector.ò  

The tax collector has no great virtues, no religious success story to thank 

God for. He can only ask for Godôs mercy, recognising his sins. Jesus 

comments that this is the  one who ñwent home at rights with God.ò The 

truth of the parable lies in the fact that  we are all sinners. There is no one 

who does not need to kneel humbly before God and ask for Godôs 

love and mercy.  

REFLECTION: 

Did anyone ever look down on you or treat you badly?  How did you 

feel? Do you look down on any individuals or group and think you are 

better than they are? Who are the marginal people in your area, city, and 

workplace?  Who is ignored or overlooked, even in your family?
