                                           YEAR OF MERCY 

 

Today is the final Sunday of the Year of Mercy.  

Pope Francis (in his letter on the Year of Mercy) says:   

Jesus Christ is the face of the Fatherôs mercy.  

These words might well sum up the mystery of the Christian faith. Mercy 

has become living and visible in Jesus of Nazarethé Whoever sees Jesus 

sees the Father. Jesus of Nazareth, by his words, his actions, and his entire 

person reveals the mercy of God.   

Mercy: the ultimate and supreme act by which God comes to meet us. 

Mercy: the fundamental law that dwells in the heart of every person 

who looks sincerely into the eyes of his brothers and sisters on the path of 

life. Mercy: the bridge that connects God and man, opening our hearts to a 

hope of being loved forever despite our sinfulness. At times we are called 

to gaze even more attentively on mercy so that we may become a more 

effective sign of the Fatherôs action in our lives. The good thief asks Jesus 

to remember him. There is so much tenderness in this expression, so much 

humanity! It is the need of the human being not to be forsaken; that God 

may be always near. é
